RULES & REGULATIONS 

 
1. Any player found or caught cheating will be disqualified from the tournament.  

Any participant not following the Official Tournament Rules will be disqualified 
from the tournament. 

2. All stick sets shall be available for inspection 
3. Each team must have one guesser throughout the start of tournament play.  A 

Second Guesser must be designated before the start of each game. 
4. No thumb pointing or fake guessing is allowed.  The first point is your guess. 
5. Bone hiders must stay out after hiding, no going back under. 
6. NO guessing with the bones, Fingers point guessing only 
7. Scarves may be used when hiding bones, but must come out with both hands 

showing. 
8. A team must be comprised of 2-5 players. 
9. Anyone under the influence of alcohol and or drugs will not be allowed to 

participate in the tournament.  If caught, your entire team will be disqualified 
from further tournament play. 

10. When guessing, the guesser may not hold off the hider. 
11. Okanagan Nation Alliance is not responsible for lost or  
 stolen items, injuries, short funded travelers and or broken relationships. 
12. NO ALCOHOL OR DRUGS PERMITTED. 
13. The Okanagan Nation Stick Game Committee reserves  
 all rights to alter, change or cancel this tournament at its sole discretion, with or
